1.  Opening of Meeting

a. Mayor Jamie Howrey called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m., leading those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

c. Approval of Agenda   Motion made to approve agenda by K. Breyfogle, with a second by T. Coyle. 

Motion carried 4-0.
d. Approval of Minutes   K. Breyfogle made a motion to approve February 21st special meeting minutes.  Seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0.  T. Coyle made a motion to approve February 28th special meeting minutes.  Seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.  J. Rains made a motion to approve March 10th regular meeting minutes.  Seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.  K. Breyfogle made a motion to approve March 28th special meeting minutes.  Seconded by J. Rains.  Motion carried 4-0.  
e. Approval of Claims   K. Breyfogle made a motion to approve all claims as presented.  Motion was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0.

6.  Old Business

a.    North Clark Street Drainage    K. Breyfogle announced a typo on the agenda.  It should read “South Clark Street Drainage”.  The council received a bid from Armodus, LLC for drainage repairs on South Clark Street in the amount of $16,420.00.  Final amount due would depend on the quantity of sidewalk and driveway repairs after drainage installation.  K. Breyfogle motioned to accept bid from Armodus, LLC and a second was made from J. Rains.  Motion carried 3-0.  J. Glennie abstains due to family involvement. 
7.  New Business   
a. Public hearing on the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of Notes to evidence the obligation of the City thereunder in a principal amount not to exceed $2,200,000   K. Breyfogle motioned to open the public hearing at 7:23 pm with a second by J. Rains.  Motion carried 4-0.  No written comments received.  No public comments were made.  J. Rains motioned to close the public hearing at 7:25 pm.  The motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.
b. Resolution #2022-11:  Resolution instituting proceedings to take additional action   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Resolution 2022-11.  The motion was seconded by J. Glennie.  Roll call. All ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.
c. Resolution #2022-12:  Approving Harrison County Law Enforcement Contract FY2022-23   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Resolution 2022-12 and was seconded by T. Coyle.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion passed unanimously.
d. Heritage Days   Scheduled for June 4th.  Activities include: breakfast at the Mondamin Church of Christ; parade starting at 10:30; car, motorcycle, and tractor show; a horseshoe tournament, and music in the park.
e. King’s Court Improvements    Commissioner of Housing will be in contact with the units for repairs.
f. Building Permit:  208 Chestnut   J. Rains motioned to approve building permit at 208 Chestnut.  Motion was seconded by T. Coyle.  Motion carried 4-0.
g. Permission to use park shelter for community social   Resident M. Rains approached council about using the park shelter for community social events.  T. Coyle motioned to allow daytime community social events to take place at the park shelter.  The motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion passed unanimously. 
h. Spring clean-up day   Clerk Hirst asked council to consider adding a spring clean-up day as well as the one held in the summer.  Council agreed on an additional spring clean-up day.  Date to be determined.  Tentative date set for Sunday, May 1st but need to see if dumpster is available from landfill. 
i. Rock for city park  K. Breyfogle motioned for S. Hinkel to haul in as much pea gravel needed for the city park.  Motion seconded by T. Coyle.  Motion carried 4-0.
8.  Mayor’s Report   Mayor Howrey wanted to remind everyone that the 4H Easter Egg Hunt is Saturday, April 9th at the city park at 1:30 p.m.
9.  Clerk’s Report    Clerk Hirst reported that the budget was submitted on time to the auditor’s office.  Alyx has also been working on documents from SWIPCO, USDA and Ahler’s & Cooney for our water plant project.
10.  Public Works Report   S. Hinkel reported on the lift station repairs at South Mulberry Street.

12.  Other Business   

Councilmember John Glennie discussed prepaying for much of our propane in the summer when prices are low.  Clerk Hirst reported that she does have Heartland Co-op come for summer fill but was not aware that extra gallons could be prepaid also.
