c.   Building Permit:  207 S Vine   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve the building permit at 207 S. Vine St. for a lean-to on the north side of the back garage.  This permit was re-submitted due to the 12-month expiration on construction.  The motion was seconded by J. Glennie. Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion carried 5-0. 
d.   Building Permit:  101 S. Clark   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve the building permit at 101 S. Clark St. to replace a 12x24 structure on the south side to a 16x24 bathroom and kitchen addition.  The motion was seconded by T. Coyle. Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion carried 5-0.
