REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1.  Opening of Meeting

a. Mayor Jamie Howrey called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m., leading those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

b. Roll Call   Council members present: John Glennie, Mary Seago, Karen Breyfogle, Jim Rains. Absent: Terry Coyle. Staff present:  Alyx Hirst and Steve Hinkel.  Public present: None.
c. Approval of Agenda   Motion to approve agenda by K. Breyfogle, with a second by M. Seago. 

Motion carried 4-0.
d. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve the June 5th meeting minutes by J. Glennie and seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.  
e. Approval of Claims as Presented   K. Breyfogle made a motion to approve all claims as presented.  Motion was seconded J. Glennie. Motion carried 4-0.
2.  Public Comments   None  
3.  Community Center/Facility Report    The community center manager sent in her financial reports to the city council.  
4.  Library Report  Christine Hussing emailed her monthly summary to the council.  Her report stated that the last library board vacancy has been filled by Stacey Clark.  She also reported that the summer reading program was a huge success having the best attendance ever, averaging 25 children. Christine stated, “that while it was hectic, all of the children were so well behaved, and it was enjoyable for everyone!”
5.  Fire Department Report   A report was given to Councilwoman M. Seago from the Rescue Captain.  Jeff Seago stated that they had responded to a wildfire along the interstate and responded to nineteen rescue calls. Jeff also reported that the department welcomed a new EMT member.   
6.  Old Business   

a.    South Clark St./Maple Intersection Street Repair    Council wanted an update on this issue from Clerk Hirst.  Alyx stated that she had reached out to the numbers she had on file and asked another local contractor if he knew who to contact for state road repairs along Maple Street because Maple Street is a state highway.  Councilwoman Mary Seago stated that she would see if she could find someone to answer our questions regarding the repairs needed and Clerk Hirst stated she would continue to reach out to her contacts as well.  No action taken.  
7.  New Business   
a. 109 Pine Street:  Storm Sewer & Alley Drainage   Steve stated that he was able to reach out to a company that has a jet truck, and they would be coming this month.  No action taken. 
b. Heartland Coop:  Propane Prepay  K. Breyfogle motioned for Clerk Hirst to contract for the prepay of propane on accounts for the city hall, library, community center, and fire department at a contract price of $1.69 per gallon.  The motion was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0. 
c. Grader Repairs   Scratched.  Repairs had already been made. 
d. City Attorney Projects   Clerk Hirst wanted the council’s input on which projects should take priority because funds are limited.  The council instructed Alyx to contact the new city attorney and schedule a date for an in-person meeting with council to prioritize projects.  
e. Reimbursements   K. Breyfogle motioned that only city officials that have been verified on select accounts from Clerk Hirst should be purchasing items for the city, and that reimbursements should never include sales tax. Motion seconded by J. Rains.  Motion carried 4-0.
f. Jiffy Mart:  Liquor License Renewal 9/1/2023-8/31/2023  M. Seago motioned to approve liquor license renewal for Jiffy Mart and it was seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion passed unanimously.   
g. Building Permit:  600 Mulberry  J. Rains motioned to approve the building permit at 600 Mulberry for a deck and fence. It was seconded by M. Seago.  Motion carried 4-0. 
h. Building Permit:  404 Maple  Table
i. Employee Evaluations:  Appoint Committee & Set Date   Clerk Hirst asked for two council volunteers to join Mayor Howrey for this year’s employee evaluations.  Jim Rains and Mary Seago volunteered to be on the committee and scheduled the date for August 3rd at 3:30 p.m.  
8.  Mayor’s Report   None
9.  Clerk’s Report    Alyx stated that she met with Johnson Controls to service the fire extinguishers in the city buildings.  She also reported that she received fake currency for a utility payment and notified the sheriff’s department to make a report.  Clerk Hirst stated that she has been in contact with JEO Engineering to schedule the groundbreaking for the new water treatment plant.  The date has not been set.  
10.  Public Works Report   Steve reported that while he was on vacation, there was a water pipe break in the water plant while backwashing the filters. Steve’s sub, Tim Collison, was able to reach out to Boruff Plumbing and repair the break.  Steve stated that he has the DNR Sanitary Survey coming up next week for the water plant.

13.  Adjourn   Having no further business to conduct, K. Breyfogle made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by M. Seago.  Motion carried 4-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:11 p.m.
