1.  Opening of Meeting

a. Mayor Jamie Howrey called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m., leading those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

b. Roll Call   Council members present: John Glennie, Mary Seago, Karen Breyfogle, Jim Rains. Absent: Terry Coyle. Staff present:  Alyx Hirst and Steve Hinkel.  Public present: Tonya Radil.
c. Approval of Agenda   Motion to approve agenda by K. Breyfogle, with a second by J. Rains. 

Motion carried 4-0.
d. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve the July 10th meeting minutes by J. Glennie and seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.  Motion to approve the July 18th meeting minutes by M. Seago and seconded by J. Rains.  Motion carried 4-0.  Motion to approve the July 25th meeting minutes by K. Breyfogle and seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0.  
e. Iowa Communities Assurance Pool Invoice - ICAP (City Insurance)   J. Rains made a motion to approve the ICAP claim in the amount of $46,108.00 for city insurance. The motion was seconded by M. Seago. Motion carried 4-0.
f. Approval of Claims as Presented   M. Seago made a motion to approve all other claims as presented.  Motion was seconded K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 4-0.
2.  Public Comments   Tonya Radil was present to discuss a tree on her property that caught on fire by a controlled burn that was handled by the Mondamin Fire Department at 209 Chestnut.   
3.  Community Center/Facility Report    The community center manager sent in her financial reports to the city council.  
4.  Library Report  None
5.  Fire Department Report   A report was given to Councilwoman M. Seago from the rescue captain.  Jeff Seago stated that officer elections were held. Brian Rife remains fire chief, Keaton King is assistant fire chief, Jeff Seago is rescue captain, Jeff Anderson is assistant rescue captain, Mike Liljedahl is treasurer and Susan Tallon is secretary. Jeff also stated that mutual aide was given to Dunlap Fire and Rescue with the assistance of Mondamin’s grain rescue vac.
6.  Old Business   None 
7.  New Business   
a. Council review and consideration of Pay Application No. 2, Project 180263.01, in the amount of $260,621.86. Pay Application subject to USDA review and concurrence.   Clerk Hirst reported that this is the second application for payment to RP Constructors for the water plant project.  The amount requested is $260,621.86.   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Pay Application No. 2 to RP Constructors, subject to review and concurrence from USDA.  The motion was seconded by M. Seago.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion passed unanimously. 
b. Resolution #2023-12:  Approval of Employee Handbook   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Resolution #2023-12 and it was seconded by J. Glennie.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion carried 4-0. This Resolution amends the previously adopted handbook from February 6th, 2023 as it relates to part-time employee leave.  Vacation, personal, and sick leave for part-time individuals was left out due to oversight. 
c. Tree Removal:  206 S. Vine St.  M. Seago motioned to have the tree at 206 S. Vine St. removed at the city’s expense due to the tree being caught on fire from a controlled burn with Mondamin Fire Dept.  This motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.  Clerk Hirst will handle getting bids.
d. Tree Removal:  100 Pine St.    K. Breyfogle motioned to table until we can reach out to Iowa League of Cities and/or our city attorney for more information. Motion seconded by M.Seago.  Motion carried 4-0.
e. Building Permit:  409 NE County Road   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve the building permit at 409 NE County Road to add and replace fencing.  Motion seconded by J. Rains.  Motion passed unanimously.  
f. Building Permit:  404 Maple St   J. Rains motioned to approve the building permit at 404 Maple St. for a fence.  The previous permit had expired.  No changes. It was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0. 
g. Consideration for the purchase of new traffic signs   Steve will look and see what he has in the shop.  Table. 
h. Heritage Day bake sale proceeds   Volunteers of the 2023 bake sale would like proceeds to be split up between Heritage Day in 2024 and the annual Christmas party 2023.  J. Glennie motioned to approve their recommendation and it was seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.
i. Employee Evaluations:  Recommendation/Action   The evaluation committee reported on the employees’ evaluations.  K. Breyfogle motioned that both Alyx Hirst and Steve Hinkel receive an annual 5% pay increase and it be retroactive July 1, 2023. With this increase, new hourly rates will be as follows:  Steve Hinkel $23.19 and Alyx Hirst, $17.56. The motion was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0.  
j. L.O. Sandbar:  Liquor License Renewal 10/2/2023 - 10/1/2024   J. Rains made a motion to approve the liquor license for L.O. Sandbar and it was seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.

k. Set date for September regular city council meeting  Due to Labor Day, K. Breyfogle motioned to hold the monthly city council meeting on Thursday, September 7th at its normal time.  The motion was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion passed unanimously. 

l. In Accordance with Chapter 21.5 of the Code of Iowa, the Council will go into Closed Session to discuss nuisance citations and abandoned properties   K. Breyfogle motioned to open closed session at 7:59 p.m. and it was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0.  K. Breyfogle motioned to close the session at 8:11 p.m. and it was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-0.  
m. Possible motion instructing the City Attorney to continue abandoned property and nuisance proceedings       J. Rains motioned Clerk Hirst to contact our city attorney and proceed with abandoned properties and nuisance abatements. This motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 4-0.
8.  Mayor’s Report   None
9.  Clerk’s Report    Alyx reported on the latest information given to her from the city attorney regarding the sale of city property on North Main Street that is now labeled “Brown’s Second Addition.”  Clerk Hirst stated that the city will need to hold public hearings regarding the matter and that the attorney will be sending details soon.   
10.  Public Works Report   Steve stated that he had to lock the gate at the lagoon due to unauthorized dumping of trees and yard debris. Steve reported that RQP Jetting cleaned out the storm sewer by the school and he was able to fix the storm drain. Lastly, Steve reported the large leak at Jiffy Mart that had to be repaired by Boruff Plumbing.
11.  Commissioner Reports    Senior Housing Commissioner, K. Breyfogle asked Steve Hinkel to make the installation of the residents’ new air conditioners a priority and stated that the fire alarms should also be checked. 
12.  Other Business   
a. Choose brick colors for new water treatment plant   Council chose brick colors for the new water treatment plant from samples that were given.
b. King Grant Application  Council discussed ideas and changes that can be made for a new submission of the King Grant. 
13.  Adjourn   Having no further business to conduct, M. Seago made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 4-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:57 p.m.
