1.  Opening of Meeting

a. Mayor Jamie Howrey called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m., leading those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

b. Roll Call   Council members present: John Glennie, Mary Seago, Karen Breyfogle, Jim Rains, and Terry Coyle. Staff present: Alyx Hirst and Steve Hinkel.  Public present: Eric Mesenbrink from PeopleService and Ethan Joy from JEO Engineering.
c. Approval of Agenda   Motion to approve agenda by K. Breyfogle, with a second by M. Seago. 

Motion carried 5-0.
d. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve the August 7th meeting minutes by J. Glennie and seconded by K. Breyfogle.  Motion carried 5-0.  
e. Approval of Claims as Presented   T. Coyle made a motion to approve all claims as presented.  Motion was seconded J. Rains. Motion carried 5-0.
2.  Public Comments   None   
3.  Community Center/Facility Report    The community center manager sent in her financial reports to the city council. A report was also read aloud by Clerk Hirst that discussed the completion of projects from the King Foundation Grant from last year. New tables, chairs, bar stools, window coverings, floor mats, pictures, and a concrete pad were all purchased and installed in the community center.

5.  Fire Department Report   A report was sent to Clerk Hirst from rescue captain, Jeff Seago.  
“Junior EMS – This program allows students to receive class time to train on EMS skills and provides us help with tasks during the school day when students make runs with us. A new class of Junior EMS students from West Harrison has started. Tony Nunez will continue to head up this program. We had a meet and greet with the students and any interested parents at the station on August 28th and fed them pizza. This was the same approach we used last year, and we feel it was a success.

The new grain rescue trailer is up and running. It was used for mutual aid recently and taken to a training in Salix to show other departments how we set this up. This project was completed with funds received from the Dean J. King Family Foundation which paid for the entire project.

We are still in an extended drought and expecting another fall of above average wildfire occurrence and severity. Our wildland firefighting equipment is serviced and ready for use. As with last year we are encouraging residents to ensure all equipment is properly maintained as faulty equipment is one of the leading causes of wildfires in our fire district. We also request that residents call Harrison County Dispatch prior to commencing any controlled burns or prescribed fires. This triggers a text to the local fire chiefs who can contact the resident wishing to burn if conditions are forecast for difficult to control fires.”
6.  Old Business   None 
7.  New Business   
a. Council review and consideration of Pay Application No. 3, Project 180263.01, in the amount of $240,708.81. Pay Application subject to USDA review and concurrence.   Ethan Joy of JEO Engineering was present to report on the progress of the water treatment plant. Ethan reported that this is also the third application for payment to RP Constructors for the water plant project.  The amount requested is $240,708.81.  K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Pay Application No. 3 to RP Constructors, subject to review and concurrence from USDA.  The motion was seconded by M. Seago.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion passed unanimously.
b. Resolution #2023-13:  A Resolution authorizing the city clerk to make the appropriate Interfund Transfers of sums and record the same in the appropriate manner ending June 30, 2023 for the City of Mondamin.  M. Seago motioned to approve Resolution #2023-13 and it was seconded by K. Breyfogle. Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion carried 5-0. This Resolution allows the following transfers ending June 30, 2023. 
1. Transfer from LOST Fund to General Fund - $53,623.83 for the maintenance and operations of city general buildings.

2. Transfer from LOST Fund to Roads Use Fund - $53,623.83 for the maintenance and repair of city streets.

3. Transfer from Emergency Fund to General Fund - $6,984.25 to help pay expenses out of the General Fund. 

4. Transfer from General Fund to Veteran’s Memorial Fund - $786.00 to cover the negative fund balance from a lighting repair expense dated January 4, 2021. 
c. Resolution #2023-14:  A Resolution authorizing the city clerk to make the appropriate Interfund Transfers of sums and record the same in the appropriate manner for this current fiscal year 2023/2024 for the City of Mondamin.  K. Breyfogle motioned to not proceed with the resolution and leave the fund balances as is. It was seconded by M. Seago.  Motion carried 5-0.
d. GIS Mapping:  PeopleService Bid   Motion to approve PeopleService bid in the amount of $5,600.00 by K. Breyfogle and seconded by J. Rains.  Motion carried 5-0.  This bid includes GPS data collection of exposed water valves, hydrants, curb stops/meter pits for the Mondamin Water System, and includes collection of manhole covers and lift stations for the Mondamin Wastewater System.  This bid includes total data collection, map development, training, and travel.  It also includes mapping software costs for the first 6 months.  
e. Tree Removal Bids:  206 S. Vine St.    K. Breyfogle motioned to table until more bids can be obtained.  The motion was seconded by T. Coyle. Motion carried 5-0.
f. Tree Removal Bids:  100 Pine St.    K. Breyfogle motioned to table until more bids can be obtained.  The motion was seconded by M. Seago. Motion carried 5-0.
g. Building Permit:  307 Chestnut   J. Rains motioned to approve the building permit at 307 Chestnut for an inground pool.  It was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 4-1 with M. Seago having the nay. 
h. Removal of excess dirt from the new water treatment plant    Discussion.  No action taken.
i. City maintenance plan for vehicles and equipment   Table.
j. Aerators for the sewer lagoon   Motion by K. Breyfogle and a second by M. Seago to purchase 4 aerators, 4 propellers, and 4 motors for the sewer lagoon with the total cost to be split between ARPA Funds and Sewer Operating Funds. Motion carried 5-0.
k. South Clark Street: Repairs   Table
l. Splash pad closing date  Discussion. Splash pad off as of council meeting. 

m. Set date for city wide clean up   Discussion. The date will be Sunday, October 1st from 2-4 p.m. Dumpster will be at library.  This is for city residents only. No early drop offs. 
8.  Mayor’s Report   None
9.  Clerk’s Report    Clerk Hirst reported that the yearly debt report was submitted on time and that the Annual Financial Report was complete but still needed to be sent to the paper for publication.  Alyx stated that she plans to attend the Rural Summit Conference in Carson that is sponsored by the Iowa West Foundation. 
10.  Public Works Report   Steve discussed the water main break on South Mulberry and other water leaks that have been discovered around town.

13.  Adjourn   Having no further business to conduct, K. Breyfogle made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by M. Seago.  Motion carried 5-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
