REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1.  Opening of Meeting

a. Mayor Jamie Howrey called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m., leading those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

b. Roll Call   Council members present: John Glennie, Mary Seago, Karen Breyfogle, Jim Rains, and Terry Coyle. Staff present: Alyx Hirst, and Steve Hinkel.  Public present: Christina Howrey, library board president. 
c. Approval of Agenda   Motion to approve agenda by K. Breyfogle, with a second by T. Coyle. 

Motion carried 5-0.
d. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve the November 6th meeting minutes by M. Seago and seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 5-0.  
e. Approval of Claims as Presented   J. Glennie made a motion to approve claims as presented. Motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 5-0.
2.  Public Comments   None
3.  Community Center/Facility Report    The Community Center Christmas Party will be held Sunday, December 17th from 4-7 pm.  Santa will be arriving around 5:30 pm.  This event is for anyone in the West Harrison School District. 
4.  Library Report   New board president, Christina Howrey, was present to report on library news. Christina reported that elections were held for the library board.  Results are as follows:  Christina Howrey, President; Jessica Hopkins, Vice- President; Carol Birdsall, Secretary. Christina stated that the board decided to eliminate the treasurer position as it is not necessary because Clerk Hirst can keep track of finances. Christina also stated that they are preparing for a holiday event on December 9th that coincides with the Christmas events at the school.  The library will host an ornament decorating party that day from 10am-1pm.  Lastly, Clerk Hirst asked the new board president follow-up questions regarding their petty cash records.

6.  Old Business   None 
7.  New Business   
a. Council review and consideration of Pay Application No. 5, Project 180263.01, in the amount of $337,637.02. Pay Application subject to USDA review and concurrence.   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Pay Application No. 5 in the amount of $337,637.02 to RP Constructors, subject to review and concurrence from USDA.  The motion was seconded by T. Coyle. Roll call. All ayes. Motion passed unanimously.
b. Appointment of Landfill Commissioner   Discussion. J. Rains motioned to nominate Karen Breyfogle as landfill commissioner again for 2024.  The motion was seconded by M. Seago. Motion carried 4-1 as K. Breyfogle abstains. 
c. Brush Pile at the Sewer Lagoon  Members of the council have been approached by others asking if they could cut and take wood from the brush pile at the lagoon. Clerk Hirst wanted to make sure it wouldn’t be a major liability, so she contacted the city attorney.  Attorney John Hines stated that if there was a liability waiver available for those interested in signing, the city would be okay.  Motion by M. Seago to have city attorney draw up liability waiver. Motion seconded by J. Glennie. Motion carried 5-0.
d. Armodus Bid: NE County Road Drainage Improvements  Motion by K. Breyfogle to approve bid in the amount of $3000.00 for grading, seeding, and matting along the ditch on NE County Road. The motion was seconded by T. Coyle.  Motion carried 4-1 as John Glennie abstains due to family conflict.  
e. King’s Court Repairs   Discussion was held on the condition of the interior walls that are cracking in Unit #1. No action taken at this time. 
f. Independent Accountant’s Examination Report:  April 1, 2022-March 31, 2023  Clerk Hirst reported on her audit examination that was held. The report from the independent examiner was sent to city hall, given to each council member and the mayor, and is available online at http://auditor.iowa.gov/reports/index.html.  Clerk Hirst stated that there were a few things she didn’t know that were necessary such as having an investment policy, a reconciliation spreadsheet of utility accounts each month, and publishing disbursements by fund when the council minutes are published. She also stated that since Mondamin is a small city and has only one clerk, it’s impossible to segregate duties. Clerk Hirst reported having a great experience while the auditors were here and learned a lot. 
g. In Accordance with Chapter 21.5 of the Code of Iowa, the Council will go into Closed Session to discuss the sale of real estate known as Brown’s Second Addition  Motion to open closed session at 7:54 p.m. by K. Breyfogle.  Motion was seconded by T. Coyle.  Motion carried 5-0.  Motion to end closed session at 8:24 p.m. by K. Breyfogle. The motion was then seconded by T. Coyle. Motion carried 5-0.
h. Resolution 2023-16: Resolution Authorizing City Clerk to Publish Notice of Proposed Property Sale - Brown’s Second Addition  Motion to approve Resolution 2023-16 by K. Breyfogle and seconded by J. Rains.  Motion passed unanimously.  This Resolution allows the City of Mondamin to publish notice of proposed property sale known as Brown’s Second Addition.  Whereas these lots have been platted and the city is considering selling these lots to adjoining property owners of each respective lot and before doing so, a public hearing is required. The City is authorized to publish notice of the proposed sale and the notice shall be posted in the MV Times Newspaper not less than 4 nor more than 20 days prior to the hearing.  
i. Resolution 2023-17: Resolution Approving the FY 2023 Street Finance Report  K. Breyfogle motioned to approve the FY2023 Street Finance Report and it was seconded by J. Glennie.  Motion carried 5-0.
j. Resolution 2023-18: Resolution Approving Maximum Allowed Work Hours for City Clerk  Discussion was held.  Council did not act and prefers to address this in the Mondamin Employee Handbook.  
8.  Mayor’s Report   None
9.  Clerk’s Report    Clerk Hirst stated that she has been doing training on the new budget changes for this upcoming budget season. She reported that the new windows for King’s Court have arrived, but it will still be a while before the contractor can install them.  Lastly, Clerk Hirst stated that both the independent examination and the worker’s comp audit went well.  
10.  Public Works Report   Steve reported patching potholes at intersections.  He stated that MidAmerican Energy and AM Electric once again volunteered their time to help put up Christmas lights around town.  Lastly, Steve stated that the Jimmy King Park Shelter has new tables and chairs. 
11.  Commissioner Reports    No EMA Supervisor currently.
12.  Other Business   Due to the holiday, the council meeting in January will be held on January 8th at its regular time. 
13.  Adjourn   Having no further business to conduct, K. Breyfogle made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by M. Seago.  Motion carried 5-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:01 p.m.
