1.  Opening of Meeting
a. Mayor Jamie Howrey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., leading those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
b. Roll Call   Council members present: John Glennie, Jim Rains, Karen Breyfogle, Mary Seago, and Chad Wilson. Staff present: Alyx Hirst and Steve Hinkel. Public present: John Harrison - Bluffs Inspection Services, Dustin Wallis -Armodus, Dee Fisher – USDA, Zeta Proskocil, Mike Kelley, and Brandi Kelley.   
c. Approval of Agenda   Motion to approve agenda by K. Breyfogle, with a second by M Seago.                       Motion carried 5-0.
d. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve the July 1st, 2024 meeting minutes by K. Breyfogle and seconded by J. Rains. Motion carried 5-0. 
e. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve July 8th, 2024 meeting minutes by J. Glennie with a second by K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 5-0. 
f. Approval of Minutes   Motion to approve July 18th, 2024 meeting minutes by J. Rains with a second from J. Glennie. Motion carried 5-0.
g. Armodus Invoice   Discussion. Clerk Hirst thought that we would need to table this item due to having the wrong invoice (and amount), but it was in fact the correct one. K. Breyfogle made a motion to approve the Armodus claim in the amount of $32,010.00. The motion was seconded by M. Seago. Motion carried 5-0.
h. Approval of All Other Claims as Presented   K. Breyfogle made a motion to approve all other claims as presented and they were seconded by J. Rains. Motion carried 5-0.

2.  Public Comments   Zeta Proskocil, a resident in Mondamin, was present to discuss dogs running at large.  Clerk Hirst stated that she wasn’t aware of her complaint but will investigate further and report back to the city council and mayor.

8.  New Business   
a. Council review and consideration of Pay Application No. 12, Project 180263.01, in the amount of $38,649.89. Pay Application subject to USDA review and concurrence (water plant)  K. Breyfogle motioned to approve Pay Application No. 12 in the amount of $38,649.89 to RP Constructors, subject to review and concurrence from USDA. The motion was seconded by M. Seago. Motion carried 5-0.
b. Council review and consideration of Pay Application No. 1, Project 180263.01, in the amount of $118,429.09. Pay Application subject to USDA review and concurrence (water meters)  M. Seago motioned to approve Pay Application No. 1 in the amount of $118,429.09 to Armodus, subject to review and concurrence from USDA. The motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 5-0.
c. Resolution approving and authorizing a form of Loan Agreement and authorizing and providing for the issuance of Taxable Water Revenue Capital Loan Notes and providing for a method of payment of the Notes.   K. Breyfogle introduced the following Resolution entitled "A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING A FORM OF LOAN AGREEMENT AND AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SECURING THE PAYMENT OF $2,908,000 WATER REVENUE CAPITAL LOAN NOTES, TAXABLE SERIES 2024, OF THE CITY OF MONDAMIN, STATE OF IOWA, UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE CITY CODE OF IOWA, AND PROVIDING FOR A METHOD OF PAYMENT OF THE NOTES” and moved its adoption. M. Seago seconded the motion to adopt. Roll call vote. All ayes. Motion carried 5-0.
d. Ordinance 2024-01: Second Reading of the Mondamin Code of Ordinances 2024   J. Rains motioned to approve the second reading of the 2024 Mondamin Code of Ordinances. It was seconded by J. Glennie. Motion passed unanimously.  J. Rains motioned to wave the final reading of the 2024 Mondamin Code of Ordinances and moved for its adoption. The motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 5-0.
e. Tree Removal Bids: 101 Chestnut St. & 205 South Main St.   Bids from four (4) tree removal companies were received. Kevin Cox was $650.00 lower than the next lowest bid. K. Breyfogle motioned to approve the bid from Kevin Cox for tree removal at 101 Chestnut St. and at 205 South Main St. in the amount of $2,350 for the removal of three (3) trees. The motion was seconded by J. Glennie. Motion carried 5-0.
f. Tree Removal Bids: 402 NE County Road    Although the DNR Survey that we received stated that this tree needed critical attention, it was found to be on the owner’s property and not on the city right of way. Therefore, no action was taken.
g. Wage Rate Discussion for Public Works Position   After much discussion and taking into consideration his qualifications, M. Seago motioned to start Mike Kelley, the new public works supervisor, with a wage of $24.04 per hour and a ninety (90) day review period. The motion was seconded by J. Glennie. Roll call vote. All ayes. Motion carried 5-0.
h. L. O Sandbar Liquor License Renewal   K. Breyfogle motioned to approve liquor license renewal for L. O. Sandbar from dates 10/02/2024 to 10/01/2025. The motion was seconded by J. Rains. Motion carried 5-0.
i. Employee Evaluations: Appoint Committee & Set Date   Mayor Howrey, Karen Breyfogle and John Glennie volunteered to be on this year’s evaluation committee.  The Committee set the evaluation date for August 20th at 3:30 and 4:00 p.m.
j. Rock for City Right of Way at 105 S Vine Street  Discussion. Motion made by J. Glennie to allow resident to park in the city right of way but up to the resident to pay for rock if he wants it rocked. The motion was seconded by K. Breyfogle. Motion carried 5-0.
k. Alleys between 200 Maple and 100 S Vine & 200 S Noyes and 200 S Vine  No action taken.
l. Street Repairs   No action taken.

10.  Clerk’s Report    Clerk Hirst discussed two (2) quotes received by Armodus for sidewalk and road repairs that the city can consider in the future. She would like to see if the city can receive some funding from the Iowa DOT. Alyx discussed finding a new/better way of mass notification when the city has emergencies or for just making sure the residents don’t miss anything that is important. Alyx also asked council how they felt about switching over to iPads for meetings to save on the massive amounts of ink and paper that is used each meeting and for convenience when members must call in to meetings. Lastly, Clerk Hirst reported that we would need to send out a Request for Qualifications and have an independent audit due to the amount that has been expended on the water plant project. 
  
11.  Public Works Report   Steve reported that the tires in the new Kubota tractor were filled with nitrogen for weight and stability. Steve also stated that he had been working to clear the brush pile at the lagoon.
